THUNDERSTORMS AND LIGHTNING (2)
THE GROUNDING SYSTEM

Most small craft are not constructed with a progreunding system, therefore
it is up to the owner to have one installed. luyare handy with tools ang
have a basic understanding of electricity, thisloara “do it yourself’ project.
All it takes are a few basic hand tools, some comimardware store items angd
following the principles in this article. If you@not sure of yourself, let the
electrical contractor at the local boat yard dojttefor you.

The grounding or bonding system requires a straiglgh capacity electrical
conductor from the highest point on the boat talanserged ground plate, of
to an exposed metallic keel. In addition, largeatie masses, such as engines

and fuel tanks should be included in the groundiyeggem to eliminate the pos

sibility of side flashes of lightning within the s®el.

The wire used to bond masts, engines and shroutle theel or ground plate
should have conductivity equal to or greater thanANG cooper wire. Since
a boat vibrates, it is recommended that the bonding be tin stranded coppef
which resists metal fatigue better than solid, lercpnductors. Copper tubing
or strips can also be used as long as the thiclofetb®e material is .032 inch
thick or greater. All electrical connections shibbe made with corrosion ret
sistant hardware and mechanically strong. Soldestmot be used as it may
melt during a lightning strike. The wire shouldfivenly attached to a bolt that
goes through the hull to the grounding plate oredatflic keel, both of which
must be exposed below the water. On some boatneialic rudder, propel-

ler and shaft can provide an adequate ground ¥f thien a relatively straight

grounding path.

The “lightning rod” should extend at least 6 inclab®ve any other equipment
attached to the masthead, such as anemometerapastdlagstaffs and the
like. The “lightning rod” must be firmly attached the grounding wire run-
ning to the keel or ground plate. If the boat Aasluminum mast, the rod cap
be connected directly to the masthead and the dgmgmwvire to the base of the
mast.

To insure that the vessel is adequately protectihat lightning, the entire
vessel should be enclosed in an imaginary coneddrby a 60° angle from
the highest grounded point on the vessel. If tloeigded mast is too low in
relation to the length of the boat, the extremitéthe vessel are not protectec
In such a case, the lightning rod should be exignateil the entire vessel lies
within the 60° “cone of protection”.

=

In many instances, the radio antenna is the higiw@st on a boat. An antenna

can be used for lightening protection if it is qgped with a lightening arrester

in the lead-in cable. The lightening arrestervalcnormal operation of the ra
dio, but in the event of a lightning strike, thelhmivoltage jumps a small gap
within the lightning arrester and is shunted tougye. This not only provides
protection for the vessel, but also reduces thexaha&f damage to the radip
equipment.

Please note that fiberglass antennas with spirahdiavire arenot suitable for
lightning protection. Antennas with loading codffer protection only to the
height of the loading coil. If you are not sureshgour antenna is made, con
sult the dealer or manufacturer about its suitybibr use as lightning protec-
tion.

If the crew sees or smells snawk
any other indication of an engine room fire and itot
hot enough to activate, the extinguisher can beualgn
activated from the helm station. Because a diesgine
would evacuate the fire suppression agent, it balset
shut down immediately in any case. Both fuel ta

Now is the time to catbr
help if the ‘house’ electrical system still worksdaat the
