We had eleven students 
take the three session seminar 
taught by P/Lt/C Jim Olmes and 
Lt/C Carl Thieme.

review of the seminar, which 
was taught three times, is the subject of a feature article in 
this issue of the Eagle Eye.  
 

The last session of the public boating course was a huge 
success with twenty people taking the final test. Everyone 
passed the test. I want to personally thank Lt Cliff Win-
ings who manages the course and our four instructors for 
teaching the course three times. Approximately 20 mem-
bers and spouses of the class enjoyed the understanding 
our local waters tour around Marco Island arranged by Lt 
Jim Ferry and led by P/C Bob Richardson.

The Marco Island Sail and Power Squadron and the 
Marco Island Yacht Club Co-sponsored a three part 
seminar at MIYC called an Introduction to Navigation 
and GPS which was held on February 16 and 17. The 
seminar was a tremendous success. We had 17 students 
sign up for the seminar. The students represented a mix 
of members from both organizations. P/Lt/C Jim Olmes 
and Lt/C Carl Thieme taught the seminar.  The seminar 
has been refined and honed over the last two years by 
Jim Olmes. 
 

The first two seminar sessions were taught from 10:00 
am to 2:00 pm on the 16th. The first session covered the 
basic principles of coastal navigation including marine 
chart reading, waypoint navigation fundamentals, basic 
chart plotting and their direct relationship to the effec-
tive use of GPS chart plotters.  

GPS Seminar at Marco Island Yacht Club 

Topics covered in the first session included: 
 

    - Selecting the right chart for navigation 
     - Marine chart features and scales 
     - What charts show navigators above and below the water 
     - Basics of longitude and latitude 
     - Identifying aids to navigation 
     - Fundamentals of waypoint navigation and chart plotting 
     - Introduction to Electronic navigation and GPS 
 

The second session focused on how to setup and operate 
your GPS.  The squadron used a Garmin 5212 touch 
screen marine chart plotter and video projector to ex-
plain various chart plotter functions and to demonstrate 
the  “How To” of entering / modifying  waypoints  and

ANCHORING TIPS 
 

This is the 3rd part of 
‘Anchoring for Safety and 
Fun’. It’s entirely possible 
that you will be happy to 
know it’s also the final and 
last installment , so read on! 
 

Dropping the anchor is one 
thing – retrieving the anchor 
can be quite another.  When 
it doesn’t want to ‘break 
free’, try retrieval from an-
other direction (cursing won’t help).  Whatever the 
course of action, do not put any strain on an anchor wind-
lass.  It’s designed to lift the anchor – not to move the 
boat or gather in a stuck anchor.  When nothing seems to 
work, hire a professional diver and maybe it can be re-
covered.  For example, my 34-ft. power boat presently 
carries, for the main tackle, 70-ft. of chain, 200-ft. of line 
and a 34-lb. anchor.  The replacement cost alone is over 
$500 not to mention the fact that a marine supply store 
may not be close at hand.  One could stay overnight at 
the Marriott, with room service, and be money ahead.  
There has to be a better way. 
 

Fortunately, there are at least two better ways and the 
first is to use a ‘buoyed trip line’ attached to the anchor 
crown.  The trip line should be long enough for the depth 
at high tide plus enough extra so the float can be picked 
up with a boat hook and attached to an extension line to 
facilitate backing the anchor our of the fouled bottom.  
Too much line is not good – the float does not necessarily 
indicate the actual anchor position and worse, the danger 
of catching the line in a prop is increased.  If you think 
having the main anchor stuck is bad luck, imagine that 
the trip line is now wrapped around a prop with a weather 
front bearing down on your position.  This method will 
work, but it does require an experienced crew.  Note:  
Floating line is good, if for no other reason than to allow 
a small float.  Length of 25, 15 and 10 feet provide ade-
quate flexibility for most situations. 
 

The second method requires the anchor shackle be made 
fast to the crown eye of the anchor instead of the shank.  
Next attach the chain to the shank with some method that 
can be released or sheared by moving the boat directly 
over the anchor, ‘cleating off’ the anchor rode and fi-
nally, moving forward at an angle to break the connec-
tion.  The anchor rode is now directly attached to the 
crown.  Generally, the anchor can be backed away  from

to allow for a more interactive hands on learning experi-
ence for students. The session gave some useful exam-
ples on GPS/chart plotter pitfalls and tips on purchasing 
criteria. 
 

The last seminar session on the 17th introduced the use 
of marine charting software. Particular attention was 
paid on how to maximize its effectiveness for moving 
and organizing navigation information and data between 
your GPS/chart plotter and home computer. Pre-cruise 
planning  and  other  useful  software capabilities  were  
explored on the computer using a video projector to 
demonstrate key points.  
 

The “Introduction to Navigation and GPS” has been one 
of our most successful seminars and we intend to offer it 
at least two times in December and January of next 
year.  � �

was our speaker on “Estate Planning” before an au-
dience of 62 members.

whatever made it difficult to retrieve.  For a simple and in-
expensive method to create a ‘shear pin’, use two or three 
plastic electrical ties to fasten the chain to the anchor shank 
– not safe for overnight, but okay for casual daytime use.  
For a more sophisticated system, check out anchor-
saver.com.  It’s a patented system that employs a machined 
brass shear pin inserted in a custom release bar and there-
fore, unlike a few plastic ties, the shear force required is a 
known factor.  Different sizes are offered for small boats 
and big boats.  Even this approach should not be used in 
small craft advisory conditions.  Better to risk ground tackle 
that the whole vessel. 
 

In all anchoring activity, it’s most important to know how 
much rode to lay out that does little good unless your anchor 
rode incorporates telltales every 20-ft. or so.  It’s simple 
enough to mark the line with bits of tape.  Another good 
idea is to reverse your anchor line when it starts to fray – 
that forces examination and puts the mostly unused part to 
work.  Painting your galvanized anchors white will make 
them easier to see even in murky water and might help to 
understand the retrieval problem. 
 

In conclusion, the cruising skipper is well advised to have 
good anchor gear and the practical experience to use it prop-
erly.  This is the end of the anchoring series – the authors 
should know when enough is enough – my wife has gently 
suggested that I have trouble with this concept.  Oh well!!
