ANCHORING  
OVERNIGHT 

 

Last month the subject was 
‘Anchor for Safety’.  Most 
of enjoy anchoring for beach 
picnics, rafting with friends, 
fishing, etc.  Recently, 
Margie and I anchored Blue 
Chip in Smokehouse Bay for 
a 2 table bridge party – it 
was fun.  Overnight anchor-
ing can also be memorable 
and satisfying … but, it requires more consideration if 
one wants to wake-up still firmly and safely attached to 
the sea bottom. 
 

There are really only 2 major requirements for a safe 
overnight anchorage.  The first and most important is de-
ciding where to anchor.  It’s all about location, location, 
and location and the decision should be based on multiple 
factors. 
 
�  Protection from rough water is an obvious first con-
sideration – the rock and roll of a bad anchorage is a 
good way to mix cocktails, but downhill for everything 
else. 
�  Water depth should be 10-20 feet it at all possible.  
This reduces the length of anchor rode required and thus 
the swing radius.  Before dropping the ‘hook’, the pru-
dent captain will circle around the proposed position to 
make sure tidal or wind forces will not result in an un-
planned grounding. 
�  Most, if not all GPS units for mariners use have an 
‘anchor alarm’, so set the alarm and take a few compass 
bearings – they don’t cost anything … and make sure the 
crew takes advantage of a quick vessel check whenever 
up for any reason. 
�  If swing room is a limiting factor, set a second anchor 
(also from the bow) a suitable distance astern and adjust 
the anchor rodes to hold the boat an equal distance from 
both anchors.  This sometimes called a Bahamian moor.  
If done properly, the boat will rotate around a tight circle.  
If done without a dinghy, care must be taken to prevent 
catching one of the anchor rodes with a prop. 
�  Pay attention to the type of sea bottom shown on the 
area chart.  Sand (S), ground (Grd), and (M – if not too 
soft) are all okay.  Stay away from gravel (G), pebbles 
(P), and grass (Grs) for good holding. Remember, the 
selection of a suitable bottom is a most important step in 
anchor safety.   (continued on page 21)

The second consideration is the type of ‘gadget’ on the 
end of the rode.  It must be capable of penetrating the sea 
bottom without much effort and most importantly, it must 
reset itself when current and/or wind changes the boats’ 
position.  Plow or claw type anchors are good – fluke an-
chors have great holding power for their weight, but reset-
ting might be a problem.  The cruising boat should have 
both types on board. 
 

Obviously, the few points above are not intended to be a 
definitive anchor discussion.  It is hoped. However, they 
will encourage more cruisers to consider lovely secluded 
anchorages while on the way to a crowded marina.  In ad-
dition, it’s good practice for a future cruise when anchor-
ing is the ‘only game in town’.  A good anchorage is not 
only a pleasant way to spend the evening, it also can be 
easier than getting lashed into a strange slip … and, the 
charge card will remain in your wallet. 
 

Next month the discussion will deal with anchor recovery, 
and a few other pointers designed to make safe anchoring 
easier and more enjoyable.  ��

Nutrition is important, we are lucky to have fresh fruit here in 
FL, just remember everything in moderation.  Exercise in im-
portant - boating is good, but in addition, consult your physician 
about an exercise program.  Do something new - even brush 
your hair using your other hand to open neuro-pathways.  
Proper sleep is necessary for good health.  If you nap from 6 to 
10 pm, don’t expect to be able to sleep at 11 pm.  Socialization 
is very important, so get out and be with people, especially 
those with the same interests.  Socialization helps eliminate de-
pression and meeting new people helps keep you healthy and 
young.  A good attitude is equally important. It’s nice for us to 
know that Collier County is one of the healthiest counties in 
Florida. 
 

But what if you have to come to the hospital … what you need 
to know.  Bring your list of medications including amount and 
dose, as well as list of supplements or herbals that you take.  
List of allergies to medications and substances.  Bring your 
“Advanced Directives”.  FL publishes a small booklet, which 
helps explain and allows you to make decisions for yourself.  
You can fill out this form without an attorney, but have it 
signed by two non-family members.  Bring relevant insurance 
information, ins. cards and pre-certification is appropriate.  
Bring photo ID like a photo driver’s license.  Note: the highest 
percentage of identity theft is that of health-care theft.  Bring 
list of telephone numbers for family.  How many of you have 
all these items put together and ready in case you need to go to 
the hospital?  Plan ahead!  ��
