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EDUCATIONAL OFFICER

The educational courses for the 1st 
half of 2009 are now history. We 
were able to fit in a second ABC 
public boating course session during 
the month of March. Six people took 
the exam and passed. For the two sessions of ABC we 
had 18 students pass the test. 1/Lt Cliff Winings, our As-
sistant Education Officer, has done a great job of analyz-
ing the test results, including which questions on the test 
were the most frequently missed by the students. This 
information should help the educational faculty in prepar-
ing for the next round of ABC courses. Cliff has done an 
outstanding job taking over for Lt Bob Mueller as the 
manager of the public boating course during the second 
session. Bob has been extremely helpful and accommo-
dating in making the transition a smooth one.  

 Since the ABC public boating course has traditionally 
been a key source of new members for MISPS, I am 
pleased to report that we have recruited 22 new members 
from the pool of ABC students and their spouses over the 
last several months. This has been the result of four key 
factors in my opinion. First factor is the excellent job 
done by the public boating course faculty in teaching the 
new ABC public boating course. Secondly,   the tremen-
dous support and enthusiasm showed by present and for-
mer MISPS Officers through their attendance and presen-
tations about the mission and activities of the MISPS at 
each of the two ABC Boating courses. Thank you all for 
the time and effort, our new membership numbers speak 
for themselves. The third success factor was the in-
creased advertising effort.  The final success factor has 
been the combination of offering the course for free, the 
discounted first year MISPS membership incentives and 
the attending publicity coverage in the Marco Eagle 
newspaper. A special thank to Lt John Cavanagh for the 
excellent PR effort.  

 Currently we are conducting a special GPS seminar class 
for the MIYC which will conclude on April 16th.    P/Lt/C 
Jim Olmes has spent considerable time and effort in de-
veloping the materials. We had 12 club members sign up. 
The first session covered marine chart reading, plotting 
and basic navigation principles. The second session  will 
cover specific  GPS  topics of interest to the students. 
Perhaps next year we can get more of our own MISPS 
members to sign up for some of the educational seminars 
and courses taught by our talented faculty.

SAFETY OFFICER

Do's and Don't for Boat 
Owners: 

· Use Underwriter's Laboratory 
(UL) marine-approved cord sets 
and connections.  Do no hook up if you see burn 
marks or your cord set will not firmly connect.   

Routinely replace cord sets.  Worn or overloaded cord 
sets and damaged shore power connections are a com-
mon cause of fires.  Regularly inspect electrical and 
fuel systems.  Have a professional upgrade the wiring 
to maintain the needs of your navigational equipment 
and other appliances. 

· Never leave operating electrical equipment, in-
cluding heaters, unattended.  When leaving your boat 
for any reason, turn portable heaters off.   

· Smoke alarms are important life-saving devices 
and should be installed in your boat.   

· Plan your escape.  Having an escape plan can save 
your life in an emergency.   

· Have a U.S.C.G. approved fire extinguisher on-
board and know how to use it.  Fire extinguishers 
should be mounted near an exit so you are moving to-
ward an exit as you access the extinguisher.   

· Do your part to keep the dock clean and clear.  
Don't  leave engine parts, tools or other equipment on 
the dock.   

· Properly dispose of oily rags in metal container 
with a tight-fitting lid.  Leaving oily rags wrapped up 
in a grocery sack is not safe.  The chemicals will begin 
to breakdown the rags, causing heat and possibly a 
fire.

 We are pleased to announce our newest VSC examiner, Jim 
O’Connell.  Jim and his wife Teri live at Port of the Islands, so 
Jim will be able to service that area.

April Meeting: Captain Tom Bogan and 
Chief Mike Murphy     gave an informative 
program to MISPS members at the dinner meeting at 
the Yacht Club.  Tom stated that Fire and Rescue 
works about 30 marine emergencies per year.  He 
also made a plea for all boaters to upgrade their 
EPIRBS to the new 406 MHz system—the new 
EPIRB system can speed-up rescue and save lives.  
MI now has a new fire truck with foam necessary to 
extinguish boat fires.  Like our firefighters, the 
trucks are “cross-trained” in both fire and medical 
emergencies.  

Mike emphasized how critical it is for everyone to 
be aware and use the 911 system.  If you think 
you’re having a heart attack or any other medical 
emergency, don’t drive to the Healthcare Center … 
they will just call 911.  Save time by immediately 
calling 911; response time from the first ring until 
help arrives is less than 6 minutes or less on 78% of 
all calls.  In 2008 there were 2488 fire or emergency 
calls.  Chief Murphy, who was “Fire Chief of the 
Year”, informed us that MI has a “Ride Along” pro-
gram.  Lastly, when you see that “Big Red Truck” 
on a medical call, be advised that it also is a para-
medic unit … they have dual training. ��
