Over the years considerable time and effort has
been spent in attempts to understand the whys and
wherefores of boating accidents. A boat collision
in the middle of a lake or other body of water on a
beautiful afternoon with unlimited visibility is
much more difficult to understand; especially
when neither operator had been drinking and both
claimed that they “never saw the other boat”.

Although these accidents are not among the most
common, they occur with alarming frequency and
cause deaths, injuries and property damage. Coast
Guard studies determined that boat factors such as
construction, windshields, colors, and other engi-
neering factors did not explain why the operators
failed to see the other boat. Studies did detezmin
however, that various elements in boating environ-
ment did effect the operators.

After being exposed to elements such as noise,
wind, vibration, sun, and glare for about four
hours, operators seemed to develop something like
tunnel-vision and highway hypnosis. This fatigue
reduces reaction time and consumption of alcohol
(which one should never execute when underway)
further aggravates the fatigue factor.

A few hours of sun, wind, glare, noise and vibra-
tion can tire boat operators enough to miss impor-
tant things around them and cause an accident.
Operators need to be aware of this and make a spe-
cial effort to be alert, to avoid other boats, s)ag
and other floating debris after a day on the water.
Most of all, responsible boat operators save their

time for drinks until after they get home
