 Advanced Power Boat Handling; this seminar is 
a three part series including Close Quarters Maneuver-
ing, How Boats Behave and Handling At Sea.  Topics 
covered include, for example, Docking Under Chal-
lenging Conditions, Dealing With Severe Seas And 
Handling Running Aground. 

 Mariner’s Compass:  This seminar explains how 
to select, install and calibrate and use your compass 
onboard your boat.

Before departure, always be 
sure your vessel is in good 
working condition and properly 
equipped for emergencies.  
Avoid inconvenience and po-
tential danger by keeping your 
boat well maintained, and tak-
ing a few minutes before each 
trip to inspect your boat and 
check for the following: 

· Life jackets for each person (properly sized and worn); 
if you take your pet, appropriate life jacket for the pet 

· Current weather forecast and tides checked. 

· Boat plug installed/sea cock closed 

· VHF marine radio (tested prior to departure) 

· Fire extinguishers (fully charged) 

· Throwable flotation device with floating line attached 

· Sound-producing device (air horn, whistle, bell) 

· Visual distress signals (flares, orange flag, signal light) 

· Fuel and oil sufficient for trip (1/3 out. 1/3 return, 1/3 
reserve) 

· Battery fully charged, terminals covered and the  battery 
secured 

· Bilge pump and manual pump or bailing device 

· Tools and spare parts (battery, fuses, spark plugs, belts) 

· Navigation lights functioning properly 

· Registration certificate onboard, numbers and decals 
fixed 

· Anchor 

· Food; emergency shelter; drinking water 

· First Aid Kit  �

Rotary Tidal Currents 
By Bryan Mordecai  

 
 It’s not just backwater fishing that’s affected by tidal 
currents.  Offshore currents tend to be less noticeable 
because there are no visible references.  In the deep 
open ocean there are no slack tides and careful obser-
vation reveals that tidal current direction moves in a 
clockwise direction.  The shallower the water and the 
closer to shore the more the tide movement resembles 
the in/out movement of  backwater tidal currents.  
Marco waters greater than 5 miles offshore) begin to 
exhibit the rotary current characteristic pattern de-
picted below with the current at high tide setting to-
ward 120° True and the current at low tide tending to 
set towards 300° True.  Thus at high tide with no wind 
the bow of your anchored boat at the Marco Sport 
Fishing Club Reef (nine miles off shore 25° 52.944 
081° 54.165) would tend to point toward 300° True.  
For the next 6 hours, the boat would tend to swing 
clockwise until the bow pointed 120° T at low tide.  
Over the next 6 hours it would continue to swing 
clockwise until it again pointed toward 300T at high 
tide. 
 

In most places, maximal tidal currents occur a day or 
two after full or new moons (spring tides).  Minimal 
tidal currents occur a day or two after the quarter 
moons (neap tides).  Near shore fish tend to feed best 
when there is moderate tidal current.  Deeper dwell-
ing, open-water fish are exposed to a more constant 
flow strength (and less affected by wind);  only the

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GOOD DOCKING AND UNDOCKING PROCEDURES* 
 
 All boats differ in their docking characteristics because of hull and power configurations:  single screw or 
twin, keel (skeg) or keel-less, planing or non-planing, outboard(s) or inboard(s) with or without stern 
drive(s).  Twin inboards on boats large enough to have props spread farther apart are the easiest to dock.  
Single screw, whether inboard or outboard, or twin outboards or stern drives too close together so that they 
are similar to single screw, are the most difficult to dock.  In this month’s article, we will talk about single 
screw techniques, but it is well to remember that these are useful for all vessels when wind or current or 
space conditions are tough.  Remember:  the preferred strategy in any docking situation is heading into the 
wind and current. 
 
 RULE #1 APPLIES TO EVERY DOCKING SITUATION – ALL BO ATS 
 
 A.  The single most important step in docking is for the captain to make up his/her mind how he/she is going 
to proceed before or as the boat is approaching the dock or slip.  Slow yourself down and slow the boat down 
too. 
 
 B.  Size up the wind and currents:  are they in concert or opposing?  At angles to the line of procedure?  
Which is the more dominant?  Decide how to cope with it! 
 
 C.  Explain to each crew member their station and what each is expected to do and in what order.  Where 
and how to get that first line secured is the key to success in good docking procedure.  Have the crew deploy 
appropriate fenders. 
 
Every recreational boater’s heart beats a little faster and mental anxiety levels rise at docking time . . .  
It’s perfectly normal, because docking is usually the single toughest challenge the captain must deal with, 
quite often in front of an audience, and always in front of his/her crew.  There is help out there! 
 
 USE OF SPRING LINES 
 

 No, not the lines you tie (often the boat is docked) to keep the boat 
from moving forward or aft in it’s berth, but a spring line that is put 
in place as you are docking … a line against which the boat can be 
worked.  This can be a key ingredient in Rule #1 the captain de-
cides whether or not to deploy a spring line, how and where it will 
be secured, and instructs a crew member to accomplish it. 
 
  Every boat should carry at least one spring line which should be 
1½ times longer than the boat length.  Below are illustrations which 
show how spring lines can really help you.  Many variations exist, 
and you will need to practice and experiment to increase your 
know-how to meet conditions.  Practice builds experience, and ex-
perience builds confidence.  Make it become second nature to you 
and your crew. 
 
 Figure A DOCKING:  Wind blowing off the dock.   
Step 1.  Crew has cleated a spring line to the port stern cleat.  Dock 
had attaches other end to a cleat or piling aft of the space you must 
fit into.  He needs to attend line to slacken or tighten as necessary 
to keep vessel in check. 
Step 2.  Rudder to port and idle ahead and you’re in! 
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 Figure B.  UNDOCKING:   
Wind blowing onto dock.  As you are pinned fore 
and aft, you must get off without moving ahead or 
astern.  If circumstances favor you pulling out and 
going ahead, run a spring line from your port stern 
cleat to a piling or a cleat well forward of your po-
sition.  Release bow and stern lines, turn wheel 
hard to port, and put engine in reverse.  When 
clear, have person on dock release line.  If no one 
is available on dock, crew at port stern can loop 
the line around piling and hold onto ends, letting 
loose end, and go when clear.  Gather in line 

             quickly, keep clear of prop. 
 

      
Figure C. UNDOCKING:   
Same as B, but circumstances favor backing out. 
(Generally speaking, backing out of tight situa-
tions is better.)  Run the spring line from your bow 
to a dock point aft of the stern.  Turn wheel hard to 
port, put engine into forward.  This kicks the stern 
out, while the spring line prevents forward move-
ment of the boat.  When clear enough (remember 
the wind is blowing towards the dock), put the en-
gine in neutral, center steering wheel, have crew 
release and gather in the spring line, put engine in 
reverse and power out to clear water.  Then go for 

     ward or whatever. 
 
 Figure D.  This is self-explanatory after the above proce-
dures.  You just bend the boat around the dock or piling, 
which ever the case may be.  Note rudder positions and when 
engine is in forward or reverse.  It works great, but in my ex-
perience you have to be very lucky to encounter this situa-
tion.  Nine times out of ten, a boat’s bow will be protruding 
beyond the forward piling or dock cleat to which you must 
secure the spring line.  This makes this technique either very, 
very tricky or utterly impossible.  Plan B? Single engine! It’s 
tough! 
 
 Note:  Book says to cleat the looped end of the line to the 
boat cleat and toss the straight end to the person on the dock.  
However, I would rather make the adjustments from my boat 
than trust the person on the dock to do it properly.  Some-
times the person on the dock is a pro, and other times a 
know-nothing.  It’s your call!
